 The Trust has 5 main hospital sites

 Charing Cross Hospital (CXH), 
located on Fulham Palace Road, 
Hammersmith
 The nearest London 

Underground (Tube) is 
Hammersmith (District Line, 
Piccadilly Line, 
Hammersmith and City Line) 
or Barons Court (District 
Line, Piccadilly Line)

 Hammersmith Hospital (HH)
 And Queen Charlotte’s and 

Chelsea Hospital (QCCH), both 
located on DuCane Road,  Acton 
 The nearest London 

Underground (Tube) is East 
Acton (Central Line) White

City (Central Line)  or Wood 
Lane (Hammersmith and City 
Line). Wood Lane and White 
City Stations are adjacent. There 
are buses, which take 20-45 
minutes operating from 
Hammersmith Bus Station (part 
of the Broadway Centre, 
adjacent to the London 
Underground) to outside of the 
Hammersmith Hospital – 72 is 
the quickest of these

 St Mary’s Hospital (SMH), located 
on Praed Street, Paddington
 The nearest mainline and 

London Underground 
Station is  Paddington 
(mainline trains, Circle Line, 
District Line, Elizabeth Line, 
Hammersmith  and City Line, 
Bakerloo Line)

 Western Eye Hospital (WEH), 
located on Marylebone Road
 The nearest mainline and 

London Underground  
Station is Marylebone 
(mainline trains, Bakerloo 
line) and Baker Street 
(Bakerloo line, Circle Line, 
Hammersmith and City Line, 
Jubilee Line and 
Metropolitan Line)

services from all terminals to 
London Victoria Coach station, 
these may top at Earl’s Court, 
where you can connect to the 
district line

 Night Bus - N9 (N= night) runs to 
Trafalgar Square between 
11.55pm and 4.55am
