As you will be aware from your local team, you have been referred to our National Service follow up in relation to a molar pregnancy.  As part of the monitoring process, we need to track your hCG levels through blood and urine samples. To facilitate this process, we have already sent you a testing kit to begin your follow-up.  As a first step, you will need to arrange for a blood and urine sample to be returned to us.  The urine sample should be collected by you first thing in the morning, filling the urine tube halfway. You will need to arrange to have your blood taken at your GP or local hospital/EPU. 

Please follow the instructions provided with the kit. Directions will be provided as to how the sample needs to be returned to us. Please note that GP surgeries or phlebotomists may not be familiar with our kits. Kindly share this letter and the instructions with them.  If you or the person collecting the blood has any questions, please contact us directly on 0203 311 1409.
When contacting us, please ensure that you provide your name, Imperial hospital number or NHS number so that we can assist you promptly. If any of your personal details change, please inform us as soon as possible so that we can ensure that correspondence is sent to the correct address.  You will also need to inform your GP of these changes.
